This ôn That From Your District Director 

 Your ACBL Board just concluded three days of meet-

ings in Philadelphia, where considerable focus was placed 

on membership growth, particularly after a small decline 

in membership last year. Philadelphia attendance, at 

10,500 tables, was above the 10,000 planned, after a simi-

larly higher than expected table count in San Diego, 

hopefully signaling a reversal of the prior downward 

trend. A deficit budget was approved in order to invest 

some of last year’s surplus in efforts to reverse the mem-

bership trend and migrate our technology platform to a 

more modern and efficient system of Customer Relation-

ship Management. The new $7.99 temporary member-

ship, with a $5.00 rebate to teachers who bring in those 

memberships, is expected to build a base for future 

growth. The goal is to achieve a 5,000 net increase in 

membership this year, and the Board will be tracking pro-

gress of both goals against expenditures on a monthly 

basis as we move forward this year. 
 

 The Board also made substantial progress toward pa-

perless meetings, with many Committee meetings con-

ducted via teleconference prior to Philadelphia, and all 

motions tracked electronically during the meetings, in-

cluding comments and amendments. Another innovation 

in Philadelphia was a “rubber bridge room”, where free 

play was available for two hours each morning, in hopes 

of attracting more social players who might have future 

interest in duplicate play.    Also, new convention charts 

were approved (see upcoming Bulletins), and the NAP 

Flight B and C finals will be moved to the second Satur-

day and Sunday of the spring NABC beginning next year. 

Heartiest congratulations are in order for the winners of 

the 0-10,000 Swiss: Peter Stein, Steve Arshan, Len Helf-

gott and Rich Ross, all from our own Unit 140. 
 

 As mentioned above, the 2018 budget was approved 

with a $471,000 deficit, after a $608,000 surplus in 2017, 

and a preliminary projection of a break even budget for 

2019. Outside auditors also reported on 2017 financials, 

with a “clean” opinion and no significant issues. Locally, 

we were disappointed with a slight decline in attendance 

at our Tarrytown tournament in January, in spite of the 

terrific venue and strong support from New Jersey and 

New York City. We will need more players next year in 

order to maintain this tournament, which has suffered sig-

nificant losses for two years. We also need a good turnout 

at our new venue for the Norma Shelly spring regional 

June 4-10, at the Albany Hilton, with valuable free park-

ing. See you there!

 New ACBL membership options now available  

 

Introducing temporary memberships that can be given by a local bridge club.   

Club players and students can have a taste of ACBL with the new temporary membership! For just $7.99 (Can$9.91), they 

can have the exclusive benefits of membership for one month: an issue of the Bridge Bulletin, Masterpoints®, access to tour-

nament play and a permanent member number. 

Temporary memberships are only available to players who never had a full-year membership before. At the end of the 

month, temporary members may renew the temporary membership or upgrade to a one-year or three-year membership. If a 

temporary member renews for a full-year membership before their temporary membership expires, they get a $7.99 

(Can$9.91) discount (online renewals only).  The temporary membership option is available both online and on the New 

Membership Application forms via MyACBL.  Once a person has signed up a temporary member, ACBL will reach out to 

them. ACBL wants to include these new members in the bridge community and show them how being a member can enhance 

their bridge experience. 

Other membership plan changes 

New members can now test-drive ACBL for one or several months before committing to a full-year membership plan. 

Therefore, we are eliminating the discounted new-member option. Also, due to low demand, we are eliminating the 

two-year membership.

Member number now required at tournaments. A new rule for tournaments will be applied with the introduction of temporary 

memberships- players must now provide an ACBL member number to play in any tournament event. Therefore, non-

members must join ACBL before playing. Members whose membership has expired are still required to pay $4 more per 

tournament session. If it is a charity event, a 0-20 game, or player has a current membership with ABA, there is no surcharge.  

Players without an ACBL member number may still play in sanctioned clubs.

After two passes, my partner opened 2 Clubs, I responded 2 Diamonds and he bid  2 Hearts.  After my next 

bid of 3 Clubs, showing a minimum hand, his next bid of 6 No Trump surprised me a little!  I wished him 

good luck as I put my 3 point hand down. 

 

After a club lead,  2, Q, K, A, my partner continued taking the next 10 tricks; five Spades, four Hearts and an-

other club, ending on the board with a diamond and a losing club. 

 

During the process of taking these tricks, he noticed that West had discarded the 8 and J of Diamonds.  

Realizing she had a winning club and would never keep a lone King of Diamonds, he led the Diamond and 

played the Queen.  OOPS  We lost to the lone King and the 9 of Clubs, the only pair to go down, and also the 

only pair in No Trump.  The other slam bidder was in Spades, thus converting a cold top into a cold bottom.
